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1.0 Purpose
1.1 To define the system for conducting safety and health meetings and inspections.  Furthermore, to ensure compliance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration/Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (OSHA/WISHA).

2.0 Responsibility
2.1 Apollo Safety Department shall be responsible for the following Inspections:

2.1.1 Apollo Industrial Safety Department shall conduct documented safety and health inspections of all construction projects.  
2.1.2 One formal “Self-Assessment” inspection shall be conducted on each substantial project.  If Project scores above 92% the project is eligible for a safety BBQ. (Attachment 09-A)
2.1.3 Fabrication shops shall be inspected a minimum quarterly. (Attachment 09-B)  Inspections scores above 95% are eligible for bbq lunch.
2.1.4 Apollo Industrial Safety may conduct surveillances of potential problems when determined necessary.

2.1.5 For all noncompliance, the violation, abatement efforts, and abatement time period shall be discussed and agreed upon the Apollo Safety Representative(s) and the Apollo Key Supervisor.

2.1.6 Apollo Safety Representative shall issue a Safety Inspection Report to the Key Supervisor as soon as possible after completion of the inspection.

2.1.7 Imminent danger conditions shall be corrected immediately and such work stopped until corrective action has been taken and accepted by Apollo Safety Representative.

2.1.8 Job sites with full time Safety Professionals shall track all safety inspections finding. And produce a weekly report to Safety Supervisor and Project Superintendant.

2.2 Construction Team

2.2.1    The Construction Management Team shall conduct an Assessment of the project and least once or annually.

2.3 The Key Supervisor shall be responsible for the following:

2.2.1 Conducting Pre-Task Plan Daily

2.3.2 Conducting safety and health meetings at least weekly. (Attachment 9-C)
2.3.3 Documenting the minutes of the safety meeting.

2.3.4 Conducting daily safety and health inspection, and a formal documented inspection of the job site with at least one employee weekly. (Attachment 9-D)
2.3.5 Documenting the results of the weekly safety and health inspection and correcting the noted deficiencies.

2.3.6 Shop supervisor shall conduct Monthly Inspections of shop area. (Attachment 9-E)
2.3.7 Responding to employee concerns.

2.4 Employees shall be responsible for the following:

2.4.1 Attending safety and health meetings at least weekly.

2.4.2 Electing one employee to participate in the weekly management/employee safety and health inspection.
2.4.3 Reporting unsafe acts/conditions and concerns.

3.0 Definitions
3.1 Cognizant Individual:  Manager or supervisor (Apollo Construction management, Contracts Administration, or subcontractor) who is charged with the safety of a workplace(s).

3.2 Inspection:  A documented visit to and evaluation of a facility or work area in respect to compliance with applicable safety standards and regulations.

3.3 Surveillance:  The act of monitoring or observing to verify whether an item or activity conforms to specified requirements.

3.4 Violation:  An omission or commission, a condition, or a situation that is in conflict with the procedures, standards, or requirements of  OSHA, WISHA, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA), National Electric Code (NEC), American National Standards Institute (ANSI), or other safety and health agencies.

3.4.1 De minimis:  Minor, non-serious violations that can usually be corrected on-the-spot and present no potential for serious injury.

3.4.2 Non-serious:  Minor violations that present a low potential for serious injury/property damage.

3.4.3 Serious:  Violations that present a moderate to high potential for serious injury/property damage.

3.4.4 Repeated:  Occurring more than once; may be de minimis, non-serious, or serious.

3.4.5 Imminent Danger:  An impending or threatening situation which, if left uncorrected, is likely to result in serious injury/property damage.

3.4.6 Stop Work Orders:  A directive to cease work issued for failure to follow procedures, imminent danger situation/conditions, accumulation of safety violations, etc.

4.0 General Requirements
4.1 Supervisors and managers shall exercise their personal leadership in the conduct of operations under their control to afford all practicable protection to employees and the environment.  Supervisor and managers shall provide for the correction of unsafe conditions and the continual observance of good safety practices.

4.0 Safety meetings and safety inspections shall be conducted by Apollo Key supervisor, subcontractors and their lower tiered contractors at least weekly.

4.0 On all projects with full time Safety Professionals a monthly leadership meeting shall be held and lead by the Project Management team.  All supervisors for Apollo shall attend this site meeting.  An agenda shall be produced addressing corporate and site issue, injury stats, training needs and schedule, and a safety training topic.
4.0 Corporate regularly scheduled leadership meeting shall occur on a regular scheduled basis, monthly, quarterly, bi-annually, or annually.  

4.0 Employees having concerns regarding safety, health, environment, security, and quality can report those concerns to:

4.5.1 Their Supervisor

4.5.2 Apollo Management

4.5.3 Apollo Safety

4.5.4 State Agencies

4.5.5 DOE, using the process outlined in the poster DOE-F 5480.2 (Hanford Only)

4.0 Safety and health meetings shall address the following items:

4.6.1 Safety, health, and job-related issues/concerns related to the particular operation.

4.6.2 Accident investigations conducted since the last meeting, to determine if the cause of the unsafe acts or conditions were properly identified and corrected.

4.6.3 Safety and Health Inspection findings since the last meeting.

4.6.4 Safety Inspection Report items issued to the contractor by Apollo or owners/contractors since the last meeting.

4.0 Minutes of safety and health meetings shall be taken and attendance is documented.  (Minutes of each meeting are retained by the employer for the duration of the job.)  A copy of the minutes must be maintained at the location where the majority of employees report to work each day.

4.0 At least weekly, the Contractor and one employee representative shall conduct a safety and health inspection of the job site.

4.0 The weekly safety inspection shall be documented on the Inspection Checklist.
