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1.0 Purpose
To establish the responsibilities and requirements for the use of personal protective equipment (PPE), and to ensure compliance with Federal and State requirements.  
2.0 Responsibility
2.1 The Key Supervisor shall be responsible for the following:

2.1.1 Evaluating hazards and identifying required PPE through the use of a Site Specific Safety plan, a Job Hazard Analysis (JHA), and/or a Pre-Task Plan.  Refer to AISH 5.

2.1.2 Providing adequate PPE for all employees, visitors, and vendors.  All PPE must be properly fitted to each individual. PPE includes protective equipment for eyes, face, head, hearing, protective clothing, respiratory, and shields/barriers.
2.1.3 It is the responsibility of the supervisor to inspect and assure that PPE personally owned by employees and visitors is adequate, sanitary and properly maintained before use on the jobsite. 

2.1.4 Wear a minimum of a short sleeved shirt, long pants, substantial footwear and safety glasses. Additional PPE may be required as needed. 

2.1.5 Ensuring that all employees, visitors, and vendors whom use PPE are properly trained on proper use and requirements for the PPE required.
2.1.6 Retraining of the employee(s) is when the workplace hazards change, making the earlier training obsolete, the type of PPE required changes or when an employee demonstrates lack of use, improper use, or insufficient skill or understanding.
2.1.7 Assuring that PPE is properly maintained and used.

2.1.8 Removal of all defective and inadequate PPE. 

2.2 Employees shall be responsible for the following: 

2.2.1 Inspection prior to use.

2.2.2 Employees and visitors shall be responsible to use necessary PPE as specified on the project JHA.

2.2.3 Employees and Visitors are expected to notify the supervisor if their PPE does not fit properly and if any PPE has deficiencies upon inspection. 

3.0 Definitions
3.1 Administrative Controls:  Work practices designed to confine exposure to hazards to within permissible limit values.  These control measures rely on human compliance to be effective.

3.2 Engineering Controls:  Ventilation, isolation, guarding, material substitution, limit switches, and other feasible means for minimizing exposure to hazards.
3.3 Employee Owned PPE: Personal Protect Equipment that was brought to a job that was not initially bought supplied or approved by Apollo Safety Department before use.
3.4 Short-sleeve shirt- covers the top of the shoulder and has material extending down the arm. If a short-sleeved shirt has a seam at the end of the shoulder, the material must extend down the arm from the seam a minimum of 4 inches. 
4.0 General Requirements
4.1 The selection, use, and design of PPE shall comply with the following statutory requirements:

4.1.1 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1926, Subpart E; Personal Protective and Life Saving Equipment.

4.1.2 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1910, Subpart I; Personal Protective Equipment.

4.1.3 Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 296-155, Part C; Personal Protective and Life Saving Equipment.

4.2 PPE is not a substitute for engineering and administrative controls.  Engineering controls shall be shall be implemented first, to the extent feasible, to mitigate the hazard.  If engineering controls are not feasible, then administrative controls shall be implemented to the extent feasible. If neither engineering nor administrative controls are not feasible then PPE shall be required to minimize risk of injury. 
4.3 PPE shall be given to employees in accordance with state or federal requirements.  PPE shall be specified on the following pre job planning documents (as appropriate) based on the activity and associated hazards:
· Site Specific Safety Plan

· Pre-Task Plan

· Job Hazard Analysis

· Fall Protection Work Plan

· Confined Space Entry Permit

· Welding, Cutting and heating Permit

4.4 PPE shall meet the requirements of the applicable American Standards Institute (ANSI) Standards.

4.5 Where there is a danger of contact with moving parts of machinery, or the work process is such that a hazard exists:

4.5.1 The clothing of employees must fit closely about the body.
4.5.2 Dangling neck wear, bracelets, wristwatches, rings, or similar articles must not be worn by employees.

5.0 Procedure
5.1 Head Protection
5.1.1 Except when riding in covered over-the-road type vehicles, head protection meeting the requirements of ANSI Z89.1 shall be worn by all personnel working in, visiting, or passing through construction areas and other locations where head protection requirements are posted or are specified in pre job planning documents.
5.1.2 All persons exposed to overhead hazards shall wear nonmetallic hard hats.
5.1.3 Hard hats that are defective (i.e., cracked, punctured, altered, etc.) shall be removed from service.
5.1.4 Welders shall wear hard hats at all times.  Where there is no potential for overhead hazards, this requirement may be waived following the Safety Departments evaluation/justification.
5.2 Eye and Face Protection
5.2.1 Safety glass eye protection meeting the requirements of ANSI Z87.1 shall be worn by all personnel working in, visiting, or passing through construction areas and other locations where safety glass requirements are posted or indicated in pre job planning document(s).  Safety glasses shall be equipped with side shields.  Additional eye and face protection (goggles, face shields, etc.) is required for certain work activities, such as grinding, using chop saws or gas axe or handling chemicals, etc., and shall be specified in the pre job planning documents.

5.2.2 Wearers of prescription glasses that do not meet specifications of ANSI Z87.1 are required to wear goggles or other ANSI-approved eye wear.

5.2.3 Visitors shall be provided with ANSI-approved eye protection when in areas where eye protection is required.

5.2.4 Safety glasses (or other appropriate safety eye protection) shall be worn under face shields and welding hoods/helmets.

5.3 Hearing Protection  
Apollo will take steps to eliminate and minimize high levels of noise.  When it is not feasible to reduce noise levels to less than 85 dBA, hearing protection shall be furnished and worn in accordance with AISH 23.
5.4 Foot Protection  
Substantial footwear made of leather or equally firm material, shall be worn by all employees in any occupation in which there is a danger of injury to the feet (required in all construction/fab work areas). Tennis shoes, thin or soft-soled athletic shoes, open-toed sandals, slippers, or other similar shoes shall not be worn.  Exceptions may be approved for special or unique situations, and justifications documented in the JHA.
5.5 Hand Protection
Apollo will provide protective equipment for the hands of employees when required.  Additional guidance on protecting the hands from chemicals, flame, heat, cold, abrasions, cuts, and electrical devices can be obtained by contacting Apollo Safety. Cut level protection shall be assigned in accordance with the Cut Level Matrix. See Attachment 10-A
5.6 Arm Protection

Cut 4 sleeves shall be used anytime your while working within (touching) distance of sharp edges.  See Attachment 10-A
5.7 Respiratory Protection
Apollo will provide respiratory protection and a respiratory protection program in accordance with AISH 32.
5.8 High visibility garments

High Visible class 2 vest shall be worn any time heavy equipment is on job site. Hearing protection required around all high noise sources. Bright clothing may be worn inside building as directed by Site Supervisor.

5.9 Working over or adjacent to water

5.9.1 When an employee is employed under conditions which expose them to a risk of drowning, they must wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved life saving device, unless it can be shown that conditions, such as shallow water, are such that flotation would not be achieved.
5.9.2 At least one lifesaving skiff must be immediately available when feasible at locations where employees are working over or adjacent to water.

5.9.3 Buoyant life saving devices must be inspected before and after each use
5.9.4 Ring buoys with at least 90 feet of line must be provided and readily available for emergency rescue operations. Distance between ring buoys must not exceed 200 feet.
5.10 Working on electrical
