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1.0 Purpose
1.1 To establish the Contractor’s minimum requirements for fire protection/prevention programs.  Programs shall comply with the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) and Federal and State Requirements.
2.0 Responsibility
2.1 Key Supervisor shall notify Apollo Safety and the Owner when a fire has been reported or a fire extinguisher has been used.

2.2 The Key Supervisor is responsible for the following:

2.2.1 Promptly identifying and reporting to Apollo all fire protection impairments such as:

2.2.1.1 Planned tests, inspections, modification, and/or maintenance operations that will result in impairment of fire protection systems.  This notification shall be completed prior to starting the activity.

2.2.1.2 Unplanned or emergency fire protection system or equipment impairments.

2.2.1.3 Notifying Apollo when a fire extinguisher is used for any reason.

2.2.2 Immediately reporting fires by activating a fire alarm pull box or calling the Fire Department by regular telephone (dial 911 from a land line, area code then 911 from a cell phone).
2.2.3 Orienting employees to emergency procedures and locations of emergency equipment (i.e., fire extinguishers, fire alarm pull boxes, and fire exits). A list of all major fire hazards, proper handling and storage procedures for hazardous materials, potential ignition sources and their control, and the type of fire protection equipment necessary to control each major hazard.
2.2.4 Supervising their work areas to ensure compliance with fire protection program requirements.

2.3 Employees are responsible for the following:

2.3.1 Maintaining good housekeeping at work areas and keeping work areas free of fire hazards. Control accumulations of flammable and combustible waste materials.
2.3.2 Informing supervision of unsafe fire/safety conditions.

2.3.3 Immediately reporting fires by activating a fire alarm pull box or calling the Fire Department by phone (dial 911 from a land line, area code then 911 from a cell phone).

2.3.4 Notifying their supervisors whenever a fire extinguisher is used.

2.3.5 Being aware of, and understanding the fire prevention/protection measures, pre-fire plans, and safety rules in their work areas.

3.0 Definitions 
3.1 Competent Person:  One who is capable of identifying existing and predictable hazards in the surroundings or working conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous, or dangerous to employees, and who has authorization to take prompt, corrective measures to eliminate them.  A Competent Person is also one who has extensive knowledge/experience in a particular activity or job function.

4.0 General Requirements
4.1 Methods, practices and inspections relating to fire prevention shall comply with 

Federal and State Requirements:
4.2 Training shall be provided to employees on fire prevention, response to fires including emergency procedures and locations of emergency equipment, (i.e., fire extinguishers, fire alarm pull boxes, and fire exits), and general knowledge of extinguishers.

4.3 Fire protection equipment (fire extinguishers) shall be inspected monthly and have a qualitative inspection annually.  A tag recording the inspections shall be attached to each extinguisher and tested.

4.4 Fire protection impairments shall be immediately identified and reported to Apollo Key Supervisor in areas where the contractor is working.

4.5 Emergency egress shall be maintained with no obstructions.

4.6 All fires shall be immediately reported to Apollo Safety.

5.0 Procedure
5.1 Fire Extinguishers:  Portable fire extinguishers shall be located throughout facilities according to FEDERAL/STATE requirements.  These are first response devices and designed for use on small fires.

5.1.1 The competent person shall conduct documented inspections of all firefighting equipment, emergency lighting, self-illuminating exit signs, and fire extinguishers monthly.  Inspection tags shall be completed and attached as documentation of the inspections.  Defective equipment shall be replaced immediately.

5.2 Housekeeping:  The work areas shall be kept free from the accumulation of unnecessary combustible, flammable material.

5.2.1 All storage areas shall be kept neat and orderly.

5.2.2 Driveways, 15 feet wide, shall be provided between and around combustible storage piles.  Driveways shall be maintained free of rubbish and equipment accumulation. A fire extinguisher, rated not less than 10B, shall be provided within 50 feet of wherever more than 5 gallons of flammable or combustible liquids or 5 pounds of flammable gas are being used on the jobsite. This requirement does not apply to the integral fuel tanks of motor vehicles.
5.2.3 Combustible scrap, garbage, and other wastes accumulated during construction activities shall be removed daily, or regular intervals as accumulations increase.
5.2.4 Contractors shall provide Labeled containers for the collection and separation of waste, trash, oily and used rags, and other refuse.

NOTE: Labeled Covers shall be provided for containers used for garbage, oily, and flammable wastes.

5.3 Special Fire Protection Requirements
5.3.1 Fire Lanes:  Adequate fire lanes shall be maintained to permit Fire Department access to buildings or equipment.

5.3.2 Welding, Cutting, and Heating Permits:  Welding/burning permits are required and shall be prepared for welding, cutting, and heating operations (refer to AISH 14).

5.3.3 Greenhouse Fire Protection:  The following requirements shall be met in addition to normal fire prevention procedures in order to provide adequate fire protection to areas enclosed by greenhouses:

5.0 The supporting structure shall be constructed of wood or metal materials.

5.3.3.2 The covering for walls, ceiling, and floors shall be of noncombustible or fire-retardant material.  All plastic shall be fire retardant.

5.3.3.3 Combustible trash shall be either placed in metal containers equipped with metal covers, or removed immediately.

5.3.3.4 Approved containers shall be provided for flammable or combustible liquid-soaked cloths, rags, or waste.

5.3.3.5 Trash and rag containers shall be emptied daily.

5.3.3.6 No Smoking shall be allowed inside and within 10 feet of greenhouses.

5.3.3.7 No storage of combustibles within 10 feet of greenhouses shall be allowed.

5.3.4 Flammable Vapors:  Planning work for painting, solvent cleaning of parts, etc., shall include provisions (through engineering and/or administrative controls) to ensure that the work area does not accumulate flammable vapors exceeding 10 percent of the lower explosion limit (LEL).
